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WHY DO YOU NEED TO OBTAIN
A BUILDING PERMIT?

Building permits allow your municipality to pro-
tect the interests of both individuals and the
community as a whole. By reviewing and
approving building plans before any work is
done, the municipality can ensure that buildings
comply with.

e the Building Code, which sets standards for
the design and construction of buildings to
meet objectives such as health, safety, fire
protection, accessibility and resource
conservation.

e the local zoning by-law and other planning
controls on buildings

e other applicable legislation, including
conservation authority approvals and certain
requirements under the Environmental
Protection Act.

WHEN DO YOU NEED A BUILDING PERMIT?

You must obtain a building permit before you.

e construct any new building over ten (10)
square meters(108 sq. ft) in area or place
another structure, such as a mobile home,
on your property.

e make renovations or repairs or add to a
building.

e excavate or construct a foundation

e  construct a seasonal building.

Permits are also required for the installation,
alteration, extension or repair of and on site
sewage system.

To request a water shut off or turn on, please
contact Jackie at 613.584.2000, ext. 107.
The fee is $16.95 for each service (on or off)
unless completed on the same day and then
it is counted as a onetime fee of $16.95 for
both.

Who does the Townds
All water testing is conducted by the Ontario
Clean Water Agency (OCWA). Please be
assured the Townos
tested to ensure clean and safe drinking
water is provided at all times. Stringent pro-
vincial guidelines (O.Reg. 248/03, the Drink-
ing Water Testing Services regulation), stipu-
late that water samples must be collected
and handled by qualified persons and ana-
lysed at an accredited laboratory. Testing
for the Town at private residences (i.e. lead)
is only done after residents are notified by
the Town and arrangements made through
the Ontario Clean Water Agency.

Why is hydrant & watermain flushing
necessary?

Flushing removes sediment from water
mains, verifies proper operation of hydrants
and valves, and maintains firefighting capa-
bility. Water pressure may drop and may be
rusty or cloudy. If you have rust-coloured
water, please run your COLD WATER TAPS
ONLY until the water runs clear (suggested
taps: bathtub or laundry). Discoloured water
is not harmful and will clear up in a few
hours. Prior to flushing, a notice will be
placed in the NRT to advise residents.
